Read Luke 5:27-32

Read Isaiah 25:6-8

2. Who where God’s promises for originally?

3. What do we learn about the guest list by comparing v.29 with v.307?

Read Luke 5:12-15

4. Jesus touches a leper, ritually Jesus would have become ‘unclean’,
but what happens?

5. Why does Jesus feast with sinners? Lk 5:31-32

6. The first thing Levi does after following Jesus is to throw a party.
How do you show grace with how you host and whom you eat with?
